RULES
Below are the rules and expectations of The Milford Dance Center and Miss Stephanie. These rules have been established with your child’s best interests at heart. The goal of them is to provide a respectful, enriching, safe and comfortable environment for your children. Please review these rules with your children. Once you have read and understood them all, please sign at the bottom of the page and return to us. Thank you!

1. Attendance
a. Please call the studio if your child will be absent, or inform the receptionist if you know in advance. Please make every effort to attend class on a regular basis.  It’s so important for the continuity of the lesson plan as well as developing a routine for your child. As a courtesy to the entire class and for the comfort of your child, please understand that excessive absence may result in being dropped from class.

b. Please check the web site, www.MilfordDanceCenter.com, for class updates and class postponements or cancellations due to inclement weather.  Every effort will be made to contact you personally in the event of such changes to the schedule.

c. No child will be released from class to any adult the teacher is not familiar with.  If you are having someone pick up your child, please inform Miss Stephanie ahead of time.

d. Please pick your child up no later than 15 minutes after class has been dismissed.
2. Payment
a. Payment for all classes September – May is on a monthly basis payable by the first class of the month regardless of attendance.  You may pay at the reception desk or mail payment to the above address.  Checks should be made payable to The Milford Dance Center.  There is a $25.00 charge for all checks returned for non sufficient funds.

b. Monthly Bills will be sent out the last week of every month, 1 week before payment is due. If payment is not received by the following week, a 10% late fee will be charged. No exceptions.

c. If no payment is received by the last week of the month, your child will not be able to return to class until payment is up to date.

d. In addition to monthly bills, an information sheet will occasionally be distributed in class.  Please check your child’s bag regularly for such information.
e. If your dancer chooses to withdraw from classes, notice must be made by the end of the month. If not, you will be responsible to pay for the following month. 
f. In case of inclement weather, there will be no credit for class.
3. Class Expectations

a. Please encourage your child to use the rest room prior to the start of class.
b. Please encourage your child to be respectful to all teachers and each other at all times.  Bullying, harassing, unchoreographed physical contact, and acting out will not be tolerated and parents will be notified immediately. A continually disruptive child will be given a time out (sitting against the mirror facing the class) for the next activity. If the behavior continues the child will be asked to leave and all teachers are instructed to inform the child’s parent and a conference will be scheduled to discuss the situation. The entire staff of The Milford Dance Center will treat you and your child at all times with the utmost respect.  Please return the courtesy.
c. Please inform Miss Stephanie of any allergies, illnesses or physical/mental limitations (including dyslexia, speech issues, and learning disabilities) that might prevent your child from full participation in class so we teach accordingly.
d. Please inform Miss Stephanie of any religious beliefs that may interfere with our “holiday” themed weeks.
e. It is at the teacher’s discretion to refuse to allow a student to participate in class if the teacher feels it is in the best interest of the child or his/her classmates for health reasons (i.e. obvious injury, obvious illness, breathing issues, rash, etc).
f. Please appreciate that music is chosen with as much sensitivity to appropriateness as possible.  However on occasion a “clean” version of any song may be used in class.  Much time and effort goes into music selection.  You may remove your child from class if you are unsatisfied with our choice of music at any time.
4. Dancewear Attire

a. Every student is required to purchase the “Studio Uniform” for every class, each year.

b. The only clothing allowed to be worn on top of the “studio uniform” is MDC wear.

c. Hair is to be worn off the face securely fastened in a ponytail, braid, or bun.  If hair is not long enough to secure in such a manner please wear a headband to keep all hair off of the face.

d. NO GUM IN CLASS.

e. All students are required to wear their class assigned dance wear (including shoes) to every class.
f. Please label all shoes in case they are misplaced.  Ballet shoes should be tied in a bow and with the bow tucked into the shoe.  Tap shoes should have elastic securing them for slip on easy access.
5. Annual Spring Recital

a. Our annual spring recital is completely optional. 

b. Students who wish to participate in the recital must attend and participate in the mandatory dress rehearsal. Emergencies and illness are the only exceptions to this rule. 

c. Costume payment deadline is provided to you in the beginning of the season. Any payment received after the deadline is subject to a late fee, and may result in not receiving the costume in time for the recital. All costume payments are non-refundable, no exceptions. 
I have read and agree to all of the rules above. I understand that at anytime, if I do not adhere to any one of these rules, The Milford Dance Center has the right to terminate dance lessons with my child.
